Fernald Preserve and the Fernald Visitors Center are a 

testimony to the vision and commitment of dedicated citizens and 

Department of Energy.

LEED For Homes 
The demand for LEED-Certified Homes in our region has grown 

exponentially in the last two years. The City of Cincinnati’s property tax 

abatement incentive for LEED-certified homes has mainly contributed to 

this interest.  

USGBC’s LEED for Homes is a national benchmark for  green homes 

designed to actively promote transformation of the home building 

industry towards more sustainable practices. Specifically, a LEED home is 

designed to be resource efficient in each of five major resource areas: 

energy, water, materials, site and indoor air. 

With over 80 widely varying local and regional home building programs in 
the nation there is confusion over what constitutes a green home. The 
LEED for Homes program was developed to redefine a green home at a 
national level, as a well designed, high performance, high quality home. A 
distinct merit of LEED certification is that homebuyers can readily identify 
homes that have been third-party inspected, performance-tested and 
certified as truly green homes that will perform better than standard 
homes. 

Illustrated above is Cincinnati’s first LEED-certified home built by 

Hueber Homes at 2573 Observatory Avenue in Cincinnati. The USGBC 

Cincinnati Regional Chapter proudly recognizes Hueber Homes as the 

regional leader in green homes. The newly built LEED home is healthy, 

comfortable, durable, energy efficient and environmentally friendly. 

Following Hueber Homes’ LEED-certified homes, several builders in the 

Cincinnati area have pursued and gained LEED for Homes certification in 

recent months. In the coming issues of our newsletter we will continue to

Cincinnati Enacts Plan to Curb  
Greenhouse Gases  

In signing the Green Cincinnati Plan, Mayor Mark Mallory has endorsed 

goals for reduction of greenhouse gasses over the next four decades. This 

program, the Climate Protection Action Plan, developed by a citizen 

committee chaired by Vice Mayor David Crowley, contains 80 specific 

recommendations to achieve the goals. 

The plan calls for short, medium, and long term reductions of 

greenhouse gasses. Starting immediately both the Cincinnati community 

and city government are to reduce emissions by 2% per year, reaching a 

reduction of 8% by 2012. Using the 2006 figures as the baseline, medium 

and long term goals seek reductions of 40% by 2028 and 84% by 2050, to 

1.4 million tons.

USGBC Congressional Advocacy 
The U.S. Green Building Council invited the Cincinnati Regional 

Chapter’s Secretary, Chad Edwards, to take part in the first USGBC’s 

Congressional Advocacy Day. The national organization provided an 

opportunity for advocates to interact with members of Congress and staff 

to help promote sound green building policy at the federal level.  On 

September 10th, 41 members from across the country met in 

Washington D.C. for advocacy training and Congressional meetings. 

The main focus was to encourage members of Congress to co-sponsor 

The Green Act.  The Green Act has bi-partisan support and will assist in 

providing education and low interest rate mortgages for green homes. A 

portion of the housing crisis can be attributed to home owners not being 

able to afford the mortgage and the higher energy bills.  This Act is 

designed to assist owners to either build or renovate using energy 

efficiency as a forethought. 

The advocates also thanked those who signed the 21st Century Green 

High-Performance Public Schools Act.  This continues to place Ohio as a 

leader in the Green Schools movement.  The final vote on the Act was 

250-164 with 19 members not voting.  The Advocates also encouraged 

Representatives to join the Green Schools Caucus.  This 18 month old 

think-tank is designed to educate Congressional Members on the benefits 

Green Schools offer, such as a healthier learning environment and higher 

test scores.  It also contributes to an average utility savings of $100,000 

per year.  This caucus is one of the most active and the fastest growing 

groups in Congress.  Congressional members were encouraged to visit 

the LEED Certified schools in their district. 

Chad met with five Representatives and staff personnel from Michigan 

and Ohio.  He met with Congressman Steve Chabot’s environmental aid 

and Congresswoman Schmidt. 

During the Advocacy Training, it was evident that the Cincinnati 

Regional Chapter is seen as a leader in the country.  So kudos to our fine 

Chapter and all the efforts to date.
